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Neighbors Helping Neighbors: ARC Welcomes CROW to North Fort Myers!

As the wind and rain began to pass following Hurricane lan, and we surveyed ARC’s property, we found endless downed
trees, large sections of fallen fences, and a number of our dog lodges required substantial repairs. But one thing was clear,
our main buildings survived the storm, and the mission of the Animal Refuge Center could continue. Much like many of
you who turned to family, friends, and neighbors to offer support and perhaps even a place to stay after the storm, we
turned to an organization that we've always been “friends” with, the Clinic for Rehabilitation of Wildlife, known as CROW,
from Sanibel Island.

Many areas of Southwest Florida faced tremendous devastation in lan’s wake, but the barrier islands took the brunt of
lan's impact. CROW had evacuated prior to the hurricane, ensuring the safety of their wildlife patients, students, staff,
and volunteers. With sections of the causeway bridge collapsed, and widespread and longstanding power outages on the
island, many worried about how their mission would continue. CROW has been serving the needs of injured wildlife in
Southwest Florida for nearly 50 years and cares for approximately 5,000 animals annually. In many ways, ARC and CROW
have parallel missions, with one organization caring for domestic animals and the other tending to the wildlife popula-
tion.

A unanimous decision was made to offer up two buildings on ARC's property for CROW's use, our former clinic and our
feline intake building. Recent building projects allowed us to share these facilities, without compromising our dedication
to provide shelter and care to homeless dogs and cats in Southwest Florida. Since establishing their temporary location in
North Fort Myers alongside ARC, CROW has been able to care for a variety of species, including a bald eagle, softshell
turtle, gopher tortoises, eastern cottontail rabbit, and many shorebirds. CROW will be eager to return to their Sanibel
campus when it is ready, but until that time, the two organizations are happy to operate side-by-side, caring for all animals
of Southwest Florida, domestic and wild.
